Gary Hollander, 6807 N. Lake Dr., addressed the Committee regarding his concern in the
lack of community involvement in the decision making process and suggested holding community
meetings, specifically with residents surrounding the proposed sites. Gary also voiced confusion of
the Committees business plan moving forward. Moreover, Gary discussed the dwindling size of the
youth population and the need for a better Village comprehensive plan that included the Village Pool.
While Gary had his concerns, he mentioned his support for the community pool improvement
project.

Committee Next Steps

The Committee decided that the next steps were to focus on the financials, fundraising and
developing a community survey to obtain as much feedback from the community as possible.
